The CBP has been designed not only to 

reinforce knowledge about the fundamentals of research, but also, to peep 

into the world of technology-driven research. Given the implications of 

CBPs in academia, it has become obligatory to use these as opportunities to 

transform the affirmative action policies in higher education into 

implementable strategies. The participants and the resource persons shall 

have the opportunity to share and discuss their views in person and support 

to build a dynamic peer network.

➢ To expose the researchers to multidisciplinary research in social 

sciences. 

➢ To acquaint the teachers with various modern research methodologies.

➢ To acquaint the participants with the use of artificial intelligence in 

teaching and research. 

➢ To train the participants in developing e-content for teaching and the 

scope offered by UGC SWAYAM to host MOOC courses.  

➢ To offer a ‘ringside view’ of the emerging issues in higher education in 

the context of ‘quality’ and possible roadmap for the future.

Intake  

The intake for the course shall be maximum of 30 (10 from local, 10 from 

the State of West Bengal other than local, and 10 from outside the State of 

West Bengal state) participants (teachers) from social science disciplines. 

The selection of the participants shall reflect the representativeness of 

various disciplines of social science, gender, type of institution, social 

background etc. Notification for selected candidates will be communicated 

through the registered email.

1. The selection to the course will be made as per ICSSR guidelines.  

2. No leave of any kind is permissible during the course period.  

3. Personal laptop with your own internet connectivity is compulsory.   
 

Registration Fees: There is no registration fee for the selected
